We reject escalation, argument for 
its own sake, and combativeness as being beneath the standards of a 
Titan.  

• We recognize the worth and dignity of everyone in the learning 
community. We have all earned our place here and we will gladly treat 
one another in ways that honor this effort. 

• We understand that disagreements will occur and that they do not have 
to become arguments; as Titans we will trust each other enough to 
practice honesty and good will in resolving our differences fairly. When 
we feel that our concerns are not being heard we will consult the college’s 
policies and procedures to find and use the appropriate communication 
channels. 

• We support each other socially and academically as members of a 
specifically defined community. When members’ needs exceed those 
boundaries, we will involve the appropriate Colleges services to provide 
support rather than taking on these burdens ourselves.
